Article 9.

SALE, TRANSFER, LEASE OR OCCUPATION OF A LOT.
In the event of a sale, lease, transfer or occupation of a
dwelling (except by the Declarant), the owner shall notify the
Board with the name of the new owner or tenant, along with
the closing date of sale or term of lease.
